I John 5:17 - All unrighteousness is sin,

What does Romans 5:12 say about the nature of sin? 

Romans 5:12 - Therefore, just as through one man sin 
entered the world, and death through sin, and thus death 
spread to all men, because all sinned— 

 
 
 
What does Romans 3:23 say about the nature of sin? 

Romans 3:23 - for all have sinned and fall short of the 
glory of God,  

 
 
 
When do people get their sin nature? 
 
 
 
What does Romans 8:22 say about the nature of sin? 

Romans 8:22 - For we know that the whole creation 
groans and labors with birth pangs together until now.  

 
 
 
 
 

What does Joshua 7:11 say about the nature of sin? 
Joshua 7:11 - Israel has sinned, and they have also 
transgressed My covenant which I commanded them.  

 
 
 
What does Leviticus 5:17 say about the nature of sin? 

Leviticus 5:17 - If a person sins, and commits any of 
these things which are forbidden to be done by the 
commandments of the LORD, though he does not know 
it, yet he is guilty and shall bear his iniquity.  

 
 
 
What does Ephesians 5:6 say about the nature of sin? 

Ephesians 5:6 - Let no one deceive you with empty 
words, for because of these things the wrath of God 
comes upon the sons of disobedience.  

 
 
 
What does Ephesians 2:1 say about the nature of sin? 

Ephesians 2:1 - And you He made alive, who were dead 
in trespasses and sins, 

 
 
 
What does Romans 4:5 say about the nature of sin? 

Romans 4:5 - But to him who does not work but believes 
on Him who justifies the ungodly, his faith is accounted 
for righteousness,  

 
 
 
What does 1 John 5:10 say about the nature of sin? 

I John 5:10 - He who believes in the Son of God has the 
witness in himself; he who does not believe God has 
made Him a liar, because he has not believed the 
testimony that God has given of His Son.  

 
 
 
What does Psalm 90:8 tell us about sin? 

Psalm 90:8 - You have set our iniquities before You, our 
secret sins in the light of Your countenance.  
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Is it necessary to do something to sin? 
 
 
 
How is it that our thoughts are sinful even if they never 
result in a public sin? 
 
 
 
What is the sin referred to in Matthew 12:31 that God 
will not forgive? 

Matthew 12:31 - Therefore I say to you, every sin and 
blasphemy will be forgiven men, but the blasphemy 
against the Spirit will not be forgiven men.  

 
 
 
 
Consequences of Sin 
 
What does John 9:39 say about what sin does to people? 

John 9:39 - And Jesus said, "For judgment I have come 
into this world, that those who do not see may see, and 
that those who see may be made blind."  

 
 
 
What does Romans 1:22-23 say about what sin does to 
people? 

Romans 1:21-22 - although they knew God, they did not 
glorify Him as God, nor were thankful, but became futile 
in their thoughts, and their foolish hearts were darkened.  
Professing to be wise, they became fools, 

 
 
 
What does Romans 6:23 say are the consequences of sin? 

Romans 6:23 - For the wages of sin is death, but the gift 
of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.  

 
 
 
What is spiritual death? 
Spiritual death is separation from God… 

Luke 13:27 - But He will say, 'I tell you I do not know 
you, where you are from. Depart from Me, all you 
workers of iniquity.'

What does Hebrews 12:6 say about the consequences of 
sin for the Christian? 

Hebrews 12:6 - For whom the Lord loves He chastens, 
and scourges every son whom He receives."  

 
 
 
What kind of sin is referred to in 1 John 5:16-17 that 
leads to death to the believer? 

1 John 5:16-17 – If anyone sees his brother sinning a sin 
which does not lead to death, he will ask, and He will 
give him life for those who commit sin not leading to 
death. There is sin leading to death. I do not say that he 
should pray about that.  All unrighteousness is sin, and 
there is sin not leading to death.  

 
 
 
What should the Christian do who is convicted about 
their sin? 
 
 
 
 
Remedy for Sin 
 
What does Galatians 3:22 give as the remedy for all of us 
with a sin nature? 

Galatians 3:22 - But the Scripture has confined all under 
sin, that the promise by faith in Jesus Christ might be 
given to those who believe.  

 
 
 
What does Romans 1:16 say about the remedy for sin? 

Romans 1:16 - For I am not ashamed of the gospel of 
Christ, for it is the power of God to salvation for 
everyone who believes, for the Jew first and also for the 
Greek.
